MINUTES: the Minutes of the July 2009 meeting were approved and signed. Proposed Peter Greenwood, seconded Clare Wheeler.

MATTERS ARISING: Water Leak – repaired just after July meeting, after pressure through the Press by Maurice Reeder and Peter Greenwood. Grasscutting – Councillors felt that Mr Lake was doing a good job.
The Chairman then welcomed Mark Kiddle-Morris, our new County Councillor, to the meeting.  He introduced himself and mentioned the current ‘hot potato’ – the Mineral and Waste Consultation document, which sets out possible new sites.  Horningtoft is not particularly affected, the nearest site being Beetley, although it was mentioned that the gravel extraction at Stanfield was to close.  Clerk has some Frequently Asked Questions papers and will circulate to Councillors. Mr Kiddle-Morris asked that any problems concerning the County Council’s remit be referred to him and the Chairman thanked him for attending the meeting. PLANNING:  Mr J Reeve – North Pole Farm – no further information from Colkirk. 
Dr Simon Hibberd – Alterations to North Wall and Gates at Church House  3PL/2009/0687/F  No objection. Comment – reduced visibility on exit may be a concern – replied to Breckland Council 17th August 2009. Mr S Storey and Ms S Moden – Elmroyd – Clerk has spoken twice to Breckland Council, Planning Enforcement since last meeting. Advised by them that owners had been requested to cut back verge for visibility inspection. Enforcement Officer visited and measured the visibility splay which was found to be insufficient. Matter referred to Senior Planning Officer.  Councillors felt that there appeared to be a lack of will in enforcing the Condition 5 before any redevelopment of the bungalow was commenced.  Other residents in the village have conformed to Planning conditions, sometimes at considerable cost to themselves and a strongly worded letter will be sent to Mr Mike Brennan, Principle Planning Officer expressing the Council’s concern.  Highways have not been in contact regarding the hedge removal and Clerk will contact Jason Glasspoole.  Application from Mr S Anderson, Jocelyn Lodge – 2 storey extension – 3PL/2009/0793/F – Councillors discussed – no objection. Reply sent to Breckland Council 7th September 2009.
