CO-OPTION OF NEW COUNCILLOR: Chairman welcomed Graham Drew to the Council. Mr Drew signed his Acceptance of Office and the Register of Interests has been completed and returned to Breckland Council.

MINUTES: the Minutes of the November 2008 meeting were approved and signed. Proposed Peter Greenwood, seconded Clare Wheeler.

MATTERS ARISING: Mobile Home – Clerk will contact Colkirk Parish Clerk to ascertain the planning position as the home is now sited within their boundary.
New Receipt and Payments and Minutes Books – Clerk will purchase these this week.

PLANNING:  Several problems identified which Clerk will raise with Highways:

1)
Mud on Brisley Road due to building works at The Laurels

2)
The water leak outside Bembridge near the bus shelter. This is a dangerous leak especially when icy and needs to be solved.  Highways and Anglian Water may need to co-operate to remedy the situation.
3)
Passing places on Brisley Road between Horningtoft and Brisley are multiplying and Highways will be asked to monitor the situation.
4)
Elmroyd – Clerk informed Meeting that Highways had spoken to the owner and suggested digging a drain into his pond from the lane outside his premises in order to prevent the build up of water and mud which is occurring.  Highways are to clear the ditch on the opposite side of the lane and see if an existing drain under the road has become blocked.

Mr I Baker –  Variation of Condition 9 (extend occupancy from 4 weeks to up to 6 months)

3PL/2008/1487/F – The Old Stables. Planning Permission has been granted, allowing Mr Baker to let his accommodation for up to six months limited to holiday lets and not for permanent residential accommodation including temporary workers.

Councillors discussed at length and it was agreed that Clerk would:
1) Contact the Association for Local Councils for their advice 
2) Write to Breckland Council requesting clarification of their Permission, as it is obvious that no holiday lets last for six months and therefore the accommodation will be used for temporary works and permanent letting. Therefore the Council have just condoned what Mr Baker is doing and will do in the future.
