PLANNING:

W J Baker & Partners – Variation of Condition 9 on Planning Permission 3PL/1999/1204/F – Council wrote to Breckland Planning Control setting out objections to this Variation being granted.  Reply received 12th February stating that the units, although no time limit now applies, should only be used for holiday purposes and the Variation does not allow the units to be used for permanent residential accommodation or for accommodation of temporary workers.  By allowing this variation the Planning Authority is supporting a local business but the units are still limited for use as holiday accommodation because of the location.

Mr R Storey and Ms S Moden – Elmroyd, Oxwick Road, proposal for part demolition and extensions at ground and first floor level. 3PL/2009/0092/F
A Planning Meeting was held on 15th February to discuss the above.  No objections to the Application. However, as Councillors had reservations about the 2 metre boundary fence, the following comments were made:

1)  Visibility – access onto Oxwick Road is angled so as to restrict visibility back towards Thumb Lane and the bend on Oxwick Road for any vehicle exiting the property which could result in an accident. What, if any, is the visible access in metres required in each direction by Highways?

2)  Height – the height is disproportionate in its position on a very narrow lane and is aesthetically unattractive in its rural setting.

3)  Verge – this seems to encroach onto the actual lane and although appearing partly to conform with the two metres ruling from the edge of the road, the fence seems to be less than this in places.
