MINUTES: the Minutes of the November 2009 meeting were approved and signed, Proposed Peter Greenwood, seconded Pauline Chapman.

MATTERS ARISING: Parking on Lower Whissonsett Road – Precis of Minutes in Upper Wensum Diary  referred to ‘Brisley Road’.  Clerk apologised for error.
BT Telephone Box – Clerk has expressed Council’s interest to the appropriate authority.

Brisley ‘Road Narrows’ sign – this has now been replaced.

03/10 
FINANCE: Expenditure including cheque to be signed at this meeting, £1700.16, Income £7.50 VAT returned on Audit Fee,  Balance £2893.64. Cheque signed:  £35 to Information Commissioner for Data Protection Renewal fee. Proposed by Graham Drew, seconded by Peter Greenwood. Signed by Andrew Hill and Peter Greenwood. 
04/10: PLANNING:  Mr J Reeve – North Pole Farm – Town and Country Planning Order – Mrs J Reeve applied to erect a polytunnel for the production of chilli plants.  Breckland Council have advised that no prior approval is required and the development may take place.
Mr S Storey and Ms S Moden – Elmroyd –after the second meeting on 9th November, Mr Moden has removed the two fence panels and re-sited one of them.  To date the hedge has not been removed. 

Mr S Anderson, Jocelyn Lodge – Conversion of outbuildings to two holiday units – 3PL/2009/1088/F – no objection from Parish Council. Response from Breckland Council awaited. 
Mr K Tuck – Town & Country Conservatories , Whissonsett Road – 3PL/2009/0994/F – Erection of prefabricated office building in place of four dilapidated portacabins. Application discussed by Council on 19th November.  Councillors had no objection to the replace of the existing buildings but after a recommended site visit, made the following comments:

The use of the existing carpark for the proposed offices, where the current office site would suffice.  Mr Tuck said that this was impossible, as he had to build the new offices before removing the old ones. Mr Labouchere pointed out that it was normally a condition of Permission that old buildings should be removed before new ones erected. 

The new carparking area on agricultural land – Councillors felt that this would increase the area of operations on an already large work site in a small hamlet.  Asked what the new hard standing would be used for. Mr Tuck was a little vague on future use but admitted it would be used for car parking and lorry turning. 

The proposed surface water drainage by way of pipes laid across the agricultural land to the ditch on the east side was worrying in view of the existing drainage problems in this part of the village

The capped off foul water pipe outside one of the buildings on the agricultural land, which also has been laid across the land to the ditch – the purpose of this was not satisfactorily answered. 

Mr Labouchere had advised Mr Tuck that the hard standing on the agricultural land required Change of Use and that this must be obtained before the above Planning Application could be considered.  He therefore recommended that Council asked for an extension so that Change of Use could be applied for.  Subsequently, the application was withdrawn and a new one has been received with the original application and, additionally, Change of Use for carparking on the adjoining agricultural land.  This application will be considered at a Planning meeting on Tuesday 26th January at 7.30 p.m. in the Church. 
Dudgeon Offshore Wind Limited – 3PL/2009/1189/F​ –routing for buried electric cable system between Colkirk and Necton – this application will also be discussed on Tuesday 26th January at 7.30 p.m. in the Church.
