22/10 MATTERS ARISING:
Highways - the drain opposite the entrance gate of Dr and Mrs Hibberd’s house has been unblocked.

24.10 PLANNING: North Pole Farm – no developments.  Clerk will make enquiries of John Labouchere and Colkirk Parish Clerk. Barracouta – Clerk was asked to approach Breckland Council as it had been noticed that the garage was being altered.  Letter received from Breckland Council advising that retrospective application for use of the garage as an annexe has been submitted. 

Jocelyn Lodge- Mr Anderson has submitted an application (3PL/2010/0638/F) for the demolition of outbuildings and change of use of land for the stationing of 3 holiday lodges.  Planning Permission has already been granted for additional holiday units with one bedroom each to complement the existing accommodation, although work has not yet commenced.  The utilisation figures do not show full occupation at any time of the year and Councillors felt that until the units with permission have been built, there appeared to be no justification for additional units.  Application was therefore unanimously opposed and Clerk will convey decision to Breckland.
