11/10: PLANNING:  Mr J Reeve – North Pole Farm – Town and Country Planning Order – Mrs J Reeve applied to erect a polytunnel for the production of chilli plants.  Breckland Council have advised that no prior approval is required and the development may take place.
There is an Appeal against the Enforcement Order to remove the caravan. John Labouchere has written to The Planning Inspectorate at Bristol informing them that the occupiers have not complied with the Health and Safety aspect, in that the site is adjacent to the head water springs of the Wensum River. There is no utility supply to the site and there is a risk of contamination to the river.  He asked that the Parish Council write to Bristol outlining their objections to the siting of the caravan on this land.  Clerk will draft a letter for Chairman’s signature.
