Norfolk County Council is still saving money within house not by cutting front line services.
District Councillor Carter informed the meeting of First Aid training being sponsored by 

Breckland at Dereham Leisure Centre and computer training available on the Breckland Bus.

He also reported on a health check undertaken by Breckland Council that found that 


deprivation is lower in the district than nationally, mortality rate is lower but more people are 


obese. Adult smoking is 
higher as is the pregnancy rate for young and teenage girls. It was 


also reported after a question from the members that Norfolk county council has £30million to 


invest in rural broadband and Breckland is investigating 4G broadband for the area.

The prosecution is not of significant 



importance to be treated as matter of urgency. The members felt that this matter is 



important to the parishioners of Colkirk and Horningtoft. The Localism Bill may well 



address the problems of enforcement after appeals.

Road at a cost of £9.50 per cut was accepted. There would be two cuts per annum in May/June 


and August/September.
10.
Risk Assessment.


This had been completed on 16 May with all Councillors and the Clerk present. The findings 

were as listed:-


Bus Shelter - need to remove some branches from the overhanging ash tree.  Proposed to 

write to the owner of Grange Farm. 


Seat by Bus Shelter - in good condition

 
Seat by Church Corner – old seat has been removed-new seat to be installed the week of the 

walk. Hydrant surround needs repair. 


Noticeboard at Church Corner-no repairs needed. 


Village Sign – this has been repaired since last year. Dead tree near the sign needs to be 

removed and overhanging branches cut back. 


Noticeboard by Chapel - the door latch needs attention and it needs rubbing down and re-

staining.


Claypits-there is nothing noticeable that needs attention that is a risk. The question of opening 

up the old right of way was discussed and this was deferred to the next Parish Council meeting.

It was agreed to write to the owner of Grange farm to remove the overhanging branches and 


contact Norfolk County Council to repair the hydrant cover. The latch on the notice board by the 


chapel had been repaired by Mr Cleverly and the Chairman agreed to arrange the staining of 


the surrounds. The dead branches on the tree near to the Village Sign had been removed.
11.
Right of Way at the Claypits.

The meeting was adjourned.


Councillor Baker stated that he needs the right of way to allow the ditches to be cleared for 


adequate drainage from his fields. He also wishes for the old right of way to be re-established 


through the Claypits. The Chairman pointed out that there is a right of way through the area for 


pedestrians. Councillor Baker said that he had spoken to parishioners who agreed with him that 

if there is a right of way it should be opened. Councillor Drew felt that there is right to clear the 

ditches but did queried what the right of way was for. Councillor Hawke felt that the existing 


arrangement was satisfactory. Councillor Chapman stated that there is no mention of a right of 


way on the Charity Commission document which set up the charity. Councillor Baker stated the 


right of way is on his deeds and it was access from Horningtoft Manor to the fields beyond the 


Claypits. Much discussion revolved round the size of vehicle that would be used for the clearing 


of the ditches and whether the ditched could be cleared from the fields.

The Chairman suggested a compromise of allowing access from the south side of the Claypits 


but not from the direction of Dodmans Lane. This was not accepted.

The meeting was reconvened.

Councillor Baker withdrew from the meeting.


The Chairman proposed a site visit when all dimensions and proposals for the work have been 


finalised so that a decision could be made. All were in favour.

Councillor Baker rejoined the meeting.


Councillor Baker accepted this decision and would prepare the plans.
