The District Councillor reported that the Town and parish Council Forum was well attended and 


highlighted the presentations given on the planning changes where the LDF will be absorbed 


into the Local Plan, the reduction in policies by the introduction of the National Planning Policy 


and the introduction of neighbourhood plans. There has been objection to the health checks for 


the governance of the Community car schemes, the one stop bus is being discontinued, the 


Jubilee celebrations will be publicised and Village Halls will be able to serve alcohol without a 


licence in future
